First state to mandate Asian American history

“On July 9, 2021, Gov. J.B. Pritzker signed the TEAACH Act making Illinois the first state to 
mandate that school districts teach Asian American history to elementary and high school 
students. Students will now learn about the contributions of Asian Americans throughout 
the country and in the Midwest starting in the 2022-23 school year. Lessons can include the 
incarceration of Japanese Americans during World War II, the resettlement of Japanese 
Americans in Illinois, and the service of the 100th Infantry Battalion and the 442nd 
Regimental Combat Team of the U.S. Army during World War II. Additionally, public schools 
must teach an expanded Black history curriculum including “the pre-enslavement of Black 
people from 3,000 BCE to AD 1619, the African slave trade, slavery in America, the study of 
the reasons why Black people came to be enslaved, the vestiges of slavery in this country, 
and the study of the American civil rights renaissance,” according to a bill signed into law 
in April.”
